64 out of the 100 movies on this list were �lmed at least 
partially in the United States. It’s worth keeping in mind, 
though, that the movies shown on this map are the ones 

rated highly by imdb’s primarily American user base.

The real-life locations of Tattooine in A 
New Hope and Cairo in Raiders of the Lost 
Ark are actually just a couple miles away 

from one another in Tunisia, Africa.

Two of the lowest-budgeted �lms on this 
Top 100 list were �lmed in Spain, and both 

were collaborations between director Sergio 
Leone and actors Clint Eastwood and Lee Van 

Cleef. Talk about an economical team!

Though almost all �lms have some 
work done in sound stages or studios, it 

was common in the 50s and earlier to 
shoot an entire �lm on a faux set.

If you guessed that a good number of these �lms 
were shot in or around Hollywood, you’d be correct! 
California clocks in as the most-used setting with 30 

movies that use it as a primary �lming location.

The highest-budgeted movie on this 
list, The Dark Knight Rises; used Rajasthan, 
India for the scenes outside the dreaded 

prison called The Pit.

Although Apocalypse Now is set within the thick of the 
Vietnam War, it was �lmed in the Philippines because of 

tension between Vietnam and the US government.
